The splayed legs really set this table off, and create a simple but very elegant, pronounced form. Subtle and
unusual features such as the inset shaping of the corners, the tight ring turnings & urn-shaped cappings
and open stretchers supporting the top add to this and give this centre table a simple, but highly
atmospheric quality.
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
